SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITY

The Tallahassee Quarterback Club Foundation, Inc. (TQCF) is pleased to announce a scholarship opportunity for the 2009 graduating seniors. Seniors from all local public and accredited private high schools who meet the eligibility requirements are invited to apply. Approximately $25,000 in scholarships will be awarded in the amounts of $2,500 to $6,000 per student. The deadline for submitting the completed application is Friday, January 15, 2010 at 4:00 P.M.
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS: 
Any current high school senior who:

· Is enrolled in a public or accredited private school in the greater Tallahassee area;

· Will graduate by the end of the 2009/2010 school year;

· Has attained a 3.0 unweighted, cumulative GPA (grade point average on a 4.0 scale); and,

· Is planning to continue his or her education or training beyond high school in any accredited training or certification program, or a 2 to 4 year institution of higher learning.

Also, the selected finalists must be available for a personal interview, if required, with the Scholarship Committee.

CRITERIA:
1. Student must demonstrate obstacles overcome (achieving a goal despite struggles,   barriers, or challenges that may stand in his or her way-obstacles can be economic, physical or family related such as serious illness, death, parents’ divorce, etc.).

2. Student must demonstrate accomplishment in academics. (a 3.0 unweighted cumulative grade point average on a 4.0 scale)

3. Student must demonstrate leadership (guiding, inspiring, or directing others to achieve by his or her actions or by setting an example for others). Leadership can be shown in his or her personal, community, or academic life.

4. Student must demonstrate community service and/or school involvement. (community service-doing volunteer work (not for pay) which benefits individuals, groups, non-profit organizations, agencies, schools, or the community at large; school involvement-participation in extra curricular activities such as marching band, athletics, service organizations, student government, etc.)

5. Student may describe any special talents or unique endeavors undertaken. (unique endeavors-special creative or challenging activities that the student has initiated in his or her personal, community, or academic life; special talents-having special skills, aptitudes, expertise or abilities, such as working with people, music, mathematical aptitude, athletic ability, public speaking, etc.)
6. Students will enter training program or institute of higher learning by Fall 2010.

STUDENTS:
Please submit the following in the application package:

1. Scholarship Application fully completed and signed with a current wallet-size photograph;
2. One copy of Official School Transcript showing final grades for 9 - 11 grades and first semester of the 12th grade. The transcript must clearly show cumulative, unweighted grade point average of 3.0 or higher (on a 4.0 scale). This document must have an official signature and/or school seal. Include a listing of current courses; and

3. Letter of Recommendation from a guidance counselor, principal, assistant principal, or teacher.

OPTIONAL:
One additional letter of recommendation may be included with your application. Generally, this letter should be from an adult, at least 21 years old, not related to you, who is familiar with different aspects (personal, academic, community, school-related circumstances) of your life and accomplishments. Additionally, if the individual is aware of any unusual circumstances in the applicant's case (personal or academic), he or she should include this information in their recommendation.

Please Note: Each scholarship winner may elect to have the awarded funds given directly to him or her or to the institution where he or she is enrolled.
